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Looking Back at the Oregon Centennial Celebration

As Oregon celebrates its 150th birthday this year, |
thought it would be fun to look back at the Oregon
Centennial Celebration in 1959.

Unfortunately, as far as I know, there were no celebrations
particular to our neighborhood, but there certainly
was a lot going on around the state. The theme of the
Centennial was fiFrontier of the Future.0 An o-tcial
Centennial emblem repected that theme and was on
special coins and most of the souvenir ware. A wagon
train carrying special mail left Independence, MO in
April and arrived in Oregon in August.

Every town had its own celebration, but the largest and
most lavish was the Oregon Centennial Exposition and

International Trade Fair held for 100 days from June
10th to Sept 17th at what is now the Expo Center in
North Portland. It was the largest fair in the west since
the 1939 Golden Gate Exposition in San Francisco. The
big Paul Bunyan statue built for the Centennial and
sponsored by the Kenton Neighborhood Association
still stands and was recently added to the National
Register of Historic Places.

My personal Centennial memory is of the Statehood
Banquet held on the evening of February 14, 1959
in the lobby of the US Bank in downtown Portland.
I was working for US Bank then and was selected,
along with other young women employees, to be a
fihat check girlo at that event. It was a huge ayair with
Governor Mark Hatyeld introducing the principal
speaker, Vice President Richard M. Nixon. Certainly
a memorable evening!

Perhaps because of that experience, | began collecting

Oregon Centennial Souvenirs in 1979 and have now
amassed quite a collection. And unbelievably, 1im still
ynding ones | donit have, but the prices are certainly
diyerent than when | yrst started collecting! Although
many are the usual souvenir ware, Vilettais Art Studio
in Roseburg made beautiful china and Johnson Bros.
made plates expressly for Meier and Frank.

Although I say Iim no longer collecting, somehow a
piece | havenit seen shows upt’and, well, you know the
rest of the story.
